The “I” (International/Multicultural) Subscript                Reza Ghorashi (SOBL) - Chair
An “I” designated course must have as a primary focus at least two of the following subject areas:  international issues, class issues, gender issues, ethnicity issues, and/or race issues.  In an I-course which focuses on one nation or one area, an effort should be made to discuss or consider the spheres of influence that have affected the fate of that nation or area.  This will make the course truly international, by putting that nation or area into a regional or global context.  It is suggested that courses that deal primarily with race, class, gender and ethnicity issues consider how these issues are dealt with in varied regions of the world.  Students in an I-course should be made to consider a perspective different from their own particular worldview.  Critical examination of, and comparison to, other cultures is integral to this goal.  These cultural differences may arise out of differences in national or regional origins, race or ethnic group, class, and/or gender.
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
