»» You do not need to have achieved a specific GPA to gain 
entry to our program but some units will have prerequisites.

»» If you are from a country other than the USA, you should 
enquire at your home institution international office 
regarding academic entry requirements or contact us at 
cquglobal-in@cqu.edu.au. 

»» If your previous education was not in English, or if you are 
not a fluent English speaker, you may need a recognised 
English language qualification equivalent to a 6.0 in IELTS.
