A GPA of 3.5 and no less than a C in all required science courses taken at Stockton are
desired for admission. Required science courses taken at schools other than Stockton
should be a grade of B or higher. All transcripts will be evaluated on an individual basis.

All applicants must pass a criminal background check and/or drug screening prior to
enroliment. Students must also successfully complete a criminal background check in
order to be licensed as an RN in the State of New Jersey. In addition, students must meet
Technical Standards and Functions outlined by the Program.

Applications for the Accelerated Program will be accepted until June 15. Transcripts will
be evaluated on an individual basis.



* Pathophysiology is a recommended pre-requisite course for the accelerated program.
Students who do not take Pathophysiology prior to admission into the accelerated nursing
program will be required to take the course during their first semester in the program.

*Students admitted to Stockton University after the spring of 2018 must have an
earned baccalaureate degree to be eligible for admission; those admitted prior are
still eligible to transfer into the Accelerated program with all completed prerequisites.
