Casting is for young Ahab at 10 years old with no singing or dancing required, Ahab at 16 and 
22 with singing required and minimal dancing, men ages 35-55 with singing required and 
dancing a plus, but not required for all roles, and women ages 18-40 with singing required and 
dancing required, but minimum for some roles.   
 
Those auditioning should prepare 16 bars of any musical theater piece, either a cappella or with 
their own backing track or accompanist. A monologue is not needed, as cold readings from the 
script will be performed. 
 
AHAB will be performed Friday, Sept. 20 at 8 p.m., Saturday, Sept. 21 at 8 p.m. and Sunday, 
Sept. 22 at 2 p.m. as well as the following week on Friday, Sept. 27 at 8 p.m., Saturday, Sept. 
28 at 8 p.m. and Sunday, Sept. 29 at 2 p.m. Rehearsal dates will be provided at the time of 
auditions.

Located in the heart of the historic “Duck Town” neighborhood of Atlantic City, Dante Hall was  
originally built in 1926 by St. Michael’s Catholic Church. Dante Hall served the community of the  
neighborhood as a church hall, school gymnasium and community theater until it closed in
