But on another level, it will bring them a sense of what is still
possible,” said Peter Yarrow, whose gift for songwriting has produced some of the most moving
songs Peter, Paul & Mary have recorded, including Puff, The Magic Dragon, Day Is Done, The
Great Mandala and Light One Candle.
