National:
As you can see in the charts above, yes, there is a need for licensed MA counselor at the national level, as the field is going to
 grow by 20% and hiring is going to have to increase to meet this demand.
 
New Jersey:
Also, the job outlook in NJ is at +18%, which is well above average, and again indicates a need for counselors to meet this
 demand. 
The Educational and health services industry sector, which mental health counselors fall into, is the sector with the highest
 projected employment growth in the state of NJ  (see slide 12: http://lwd.dol.state.nj.us/labor/lpa/employ/indoccpj/14-24_ind-
occ_projections_sp.pdf)
 
All of the data that is available indicates a definitive growth in the field and a need for licensed MA counselors.
